Regulations on Admission Scholarship for International Students

1. International Students refer to “Foreign students”, “Overseas students” and “New Southbound
Nations students”. “Foreign students” refer to students who are enrolled through the Admission
for International Students of USC. “Overseas students” refer to students who are enrolled through
the University Entrance Committee for Mainland Chinese Students. “New Southbound Nations
students” refers to students who are enrolled through the 1University Entrance Committee for
the 18 countries: Malaysia, Indonesia, Vietnam, India, Thailand, Myanmar, Singapore,
Philippines, Pakistan, Nepal, Sri Lanka, Brunei, Bangladesh, Laos, Cambodia,Bhutan, Australia,
and New Zealand.
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2. Number of Awardees:
(1) One-semester scholarship
a. For “Overseas students”, tuition and fees of the first semester will be waived for a maximum
number of 3 undergraduate and graduate students in the Fall term.
(2) One-academic-year scholarship
a. For “Foreign & New Southbound Nations students”, tuition and fees of the first academic yearwill
be waived for a maximum number of 15 undergraduate and graduate students in the Fall term and 3
undergraduate and graduate students in the Spring term.
(3) Full scholarship
a. For “New Southbound Area” students, tuition and fees will be waived for a maximum
number of 2 newly enrolled students, and the waiving shall not be more than 4 academic
years for an undergraduate students or 2 academic years for a graduate student in the Fall
term.

3. Eligibility: Foreign students or overseas students who are officially admitted to USC and not
receiving any forms of financial support from the government of Republic of China.

(1) For those students who are willing to apply One-Academic-Year Scholarship, your GPA shall
be 3.0 or above. If you are applying for the Chinese taught program, your TOCFL shall be A2 or
above; if you are applying the English Taught Program, your ILETS shall be 5.5 or above. (It can
be the relevant English tests.)

(2) For those students who are willing to apply Full Scholarship, your GPA shall be 3.5 or above.
If you are applying for the Chinese taught program, your TOCFL shall be B1 or above; if you
are applying the English Taught Program, your ILETS shall be 6 or above. (It can be the relevant
English tests.)

a. For International students: Applicants are requested to fill out the "International Student
Application Form for Admission Scholarship " and upload it to admission system with the
application materials.

6. Requirements for applying “full scholarship” or “one-academic-year scholarship” can only be

applied during students’ enroliment and shall be examined and delivered every semester.
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(1) Since the second semester, the grades in average of graduate students shall be over 85 and

without any demerits to maintain qualification.
(2)-Since the second semester, the grades in average of undergraduate students shall be over 80

and without any demerits to maintain qualification.

7. All scholarships shall be returned if students have double registration, leave of absence from
school or transfer to another university.

8. Any fraud or violation of school regulations will disqualified from the awardees and
anyscholarships received shall be returned in full amount.

1. These regulations and scholarship are established to recruit and encourage overseas students to
study at Shih Chien University.
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2.  Students who apply for the admission of Shih Chien University should complete the application
and upload the required documents online before the deadline. After being admitted and
completing the enrollment, students will receive tuition waiver for the following semesters.
Students of the spring intake are eligible for a tuition waiver for the first semester.
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The application period for each semester is processed according to the scholarship application
|meI|ne set by the university. Applications submitted after the deadline will not be accepted.
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The criteria for tuition waiver of bachelor program are as follows:

(1). Freshmen enrolling in the Fall Intake who successfully complete the application process by
the deadline will be granted a 50% tuition waiver for the first two semesters of the academic
year. Similarly, freshmen entering in the Spring Intake who complete the application process
by the deadline will receive a 50% tuition waiver for one semester of the academic year.

(2). Sophomores who achieve a 70 (or above) on Academic Grade Average, maintain an 80 (or
above Conduct Grades), and pass more than half of the total courses taken in their previous two
(1t and 2"%) semesters are eligible to receive a 30% tuition waiver for the second academic year
(3" and 4™ semesters). Transfer students who have been enrolled as Sophomores are exempt
from the previously mentioned requirements and are eligible to receive a 30% tuition waiver
for two semesters; However, for those who transfer into the second semester are entitled to a
30% tuition waiver for one semester only.

(3). Junior students who achieve a 70 (or above) on Academic Grade Average, maintain an 80
(or above Conduct Grades), and pass more than half of the total courses taken in their previous
two (3" and 4'™) semesters are eligible to receive a 20% tuition waiver for the third academic
year (5" and 6™ semesters); Transfer students who have been enrolled as Junior students are
exempt from the previously mentioned requirements and are eligible to receive a 20% tuition
waiver for two semesters. However, for those who transfer into the second semester are entitled
to a 20% tuition waiver for one semester only.
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The tuition waiver for the Master's program is limited to the first academic year (1 and 2"
semesters) only, and the criteria are as follows:
(1). Freshmen enrolling in the Fall Intake who successfully complete the application process by
he deadline will be granted a 50% tuition waiver for the first two semesters of the academic
year. Similarly, freshmen entering in the Spring Intake who complete the application process
by the deadline will receive a 50% tuition waiver for one semester of the academic year.
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Students who apply for suspension or are expelled from the university have to follow the normal
rate of tuition fee calculation. Students need to make up for the difference between the actual
amount of tuition fee that needed to be settled, and vice versa. Students who return after
suspension will not be qualified for the tuition fee waiver for 1 academic year (2 semesters), but
the process will resume after the year of that if all requirements are met. If students are expelled
due to discipline, academic performance, or sentenced for any violations of the crime, no more
tuition fee waiver will be given when return.
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Applicants who have been awarded “MOE Taiwan Scholarship”, “MOFA Taiwan Scholarship”,
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“ICDF Scholarship”, “OCAC Scholarship” or other scholarships from Taiwan government
entities are not eligible to apply for this scholarship.
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8.  The implementation of this regulation starts from the 2023-24 academlc year and this regulation
only applies to the students who are admitted in or after the 2023-24 academic year.
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9.  Any fraud or violation of school regulations will be disqualified from the awardees and any
scholarships and grants received shall be returned in full amount.
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10. Shih Chien University reserves the right of final decision of the result of the scholarships and grants.
